“Chemical Sciences”, scientific specialty 01.05.10 “Bioorganic chemistry, chemistry of natural
and physiologically active compounds”, announced for the needs of the Laboratory for

Chemistry of Natural Compounds at IOCCP.

In the competition for academic position "Professor”, announced in the State Gazette
issue 43 / 31.05.2019 and on the website of IOCCP-BAS, as the only candidate is Assoc. Prof.
Dr. Milena Petkova Popova (Velikova to 2000) , Laboratory for Chemistry of Natural
Compounds at IOCCP - BAS.

1. General presentation of the received materials under the procedure

For the participation in the announced competition, only one candidate — Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Milena Petkova Popova, Laboratory for Chemistry of Natural Substances at IOCCP - BAS has

submitted documents.

At the first meeting of the Scientific Jury, it was unanimously decided that the
applicant is allowed to be evaluated in the announced competition and the materials submitted by
her are in accordance with the requirements of the Act for the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (ADASRB), the Rules for its implementation, The Regulations
for the implementation of the ADASRB of BAS and the Regulations for the development of the

academic staff of IOCCP - BAS of the academic position of "Professor".

For her participation in the competition for "Professor” Assoc. Prof. Popova has applied a

total of 34 publications, including:

Assoc. Prof. Popova received her Master's Degree in 1998 from the Faculty of Chemistry

at Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski . She began her research career in 1999 at the

Institute of Organic Chemistry with the Centre of Phytochemistry - BAS in the Laboratory of

Chemistry of Natural Products, passing through the positions of chemist, assistant, assistant

professor and associate professor. In 2004 she obtained the educational and scientific degree

"Doctor" in the specialty 01.05.10 “Bioorganic chemistry, chemistry of natural and

physiologically active compounds”. Since September 2018 Assoc. Prof. Popova is the Head
of the Laboratory Chemistry of Natural Products at IOCCP - BAS.

2. General characteristics of the applicant's activities

Assoc. Prof. Popova's research is dedicated to studying the chemical composition and

structure of active components in medicinal plants, fungi and propolis, as well as uncovering the

structure-biological relationship.



Assoc. Prof. Popova participated in the competition with eight publications, presented as
an equivalent number of articles for habilitation work, all dedicated to studies of propolis of
Bulgarian and foreign origin, in which she is the first author and/or author for correspondence.
The candidate's interests are focused on comparative studies of propolis from different
geographical areas and species of bees and the determination of the propolis plant sources, as

well as the development of standardization and quality control methods.

The chemical composition and biological activity of medicinal plants widely used in folk
medicine are another aspect of the research activity of Assoc. Prof. Popova. Rarely occurring and
endemic plant species have investigated and compounds responsible for biological activity have
identified, as well as the relationship between chemical composition and biological activity is

shown.

I know Assoc. Popova personally and | have a high opinion of her qualities as a

competent, very responsible and thorough researcher.

The results achieved by Associate Professor Milena Popova in the research activity,
